Dear Parishioners  

What a terrible and horrible week it has been for the Catholic 

Church.   The Royal Commission is currently holding a 3 -week public hear-

ing to inquire into the current policies and procedures of Catholic Church 

authorities in Australia in relation to child -protection and child -safety 

standards, including responding to allegations of child sexual abuse.   Itôs 

all over the news and it is an embarrassing time for the Church.    

We all knew there were sexual abuses within the Catholic 

Church.   But what shocked me is the result in the Commissionôs finding in 

the investigation of the sexual abuse in the Catholic Church.   The Commis-

sionôs research found there had been 4444 alleged victims of child sexual 

abuse within Catholic institutions over the past 35 years and 1880 alleged 

offenders. It found, overall, seven per cent of priests were alleged perpe-

trators.   This figure breaks my heart and makes me so angry.    

One of the reasons why I became a priest is because I wanted to 

devote my whole life to serve God, by bringing people to Him, allowing 

them to be touched by His love and mercy, and giving them that sense of 

hope and life.    

But these people who are in authority (bishops, priests, religious 

and teachers) who have the same vocation and calling as me, did the exact 

opposite.   They have damaged this ideal of a Christian calling.   They used 

their power, responsibility and authority that the Lord has given them and 

took away that hope and love from the people of God.   They have gravely 

wounded the Church.  I cannot understand why people would do some-

thing as terrible as that.  However, I must not let this shocking news stop 

me from living out my vocation.    

We need to remember that the Church is the Body of Christ. 

Wounded as we are, we are still called to go forward and bring hope to 

people.  As we face this situation, our reaction should be of love and humil-

ity.  We need to br ing healing and hope in every circum stance, we 

can.   We are still called to love Jesus Christ with all our hearts. To serve 

the Church and Godôs people with all our hearts, and to bring hope and life 

to everyone.    

I pray that through all of this, the Church as the Body of Christ, imperfect, 

because it is made of imperfect humans, have learnt our lesson.   The 

Church as a whole needs to cry out to God for mercy and compassion.  It 

is no coincidence that after this 3 weeks of public hearing, we will enter the 

season of Lent.  What better time to pray, to do penance, and to fast for 

our past sins?   To pray for the victims of abuse and to pray for our wound-

ed Church.

Jesus said to his disciples, óDo not imagine that I have 
come to abolish the Law or the Prophets. I have come not 
to abolish but to complete them. I tell you solemnly, till 

heaven and earth disappear, not one dot, not one little 
stroke, shall disappear from the Law until its purpose is 
achieved. Therefore, the man who infringes even one of 
the least of these commandments and teaches others to 
do the same will be considered the least in the kingdom 
of heaven; but the man who keeps them and teaches 
them will be considered great in the kingdom of heaven.  

óFor I tell you, if your virtue goes no deeper than that 
of the scribes and Pharisees, you will never get into the 

kingdom of heaven.  
óYou have learnt how it was said to our ancestors: You 

must not kill ; and if anyone does kill he must answer for 
it before the court. But I say this to you: anyone who is 

angry with his brother will answer for it before the court; 
if a man calls his brother ñFoolò he will answer for it be-
fore the Sanhedrin; and if a man calls him ñRenegadeò he 
will answer for it in hell fire. So then, if you are bringing 
your offering to the altar and there remember that your 
brother has something against you, leave your offering 
there before the altar, go and be reconciled with your 

brother first, and then come back and present your offer-
ing. Come to terms with your opponent in good time 
while you are still on the way to the court with him, or he 

may hand you over to the judge and the judge to the of-
ficer, and you will be thrown into prison. I tell you sol-
emnly, you will not get out till you have paid the last pen-
ny.  

óYou have learnt how it was said: You must not commit 
adultery.  But I say this to you: if a man looks at a woman 
lustfully, he has already committed adultery with her in 
his heart. If your right eye should cause you to sin, tear it 
out and throw it away; for it will do you less harm to lose 
one part of you than to have your whole body thrown into 

hell. And if your right hand should cause you to sin, cut it 
off and throw it away; for it will do you less harm to lose 
one part of you than to have your whole body go to hell.  

óIt has also been said: Anyone who divorces his wife 
must give her a writ of dismissal.  But I say this to you: 
everyone who divorces his wife, except for the case of 
fornication, makes her an adulteress; and anyone who 

marries a divorced woman commits adultery.  
óAgain, you have learnt how it was said to our ances-

tors: You must not break your oath, but must fulfil your 
oaths to the Lord.  But I say this to you: do not swear at 
all, either by heaven, since that is Godôs throne; or by the 
earth, since that is his footstool; or by Jerusalem, since 
that is the city of the great king. Do not swear by your 

own head either, since you cannot turn a single hair white 
or black. All you need say is ñYesò if you mean yes, ñNoò

TWO  M INUTE  CATECHISM   FAITH  CENTERED  ON  CHRIST  
Christian faith is centered on Christ; it is the confession 
that Jesus is Lord and that God has raised him from the 
dead (cf. Rom 10:9). All the threads of the Old Testament 

converge on Christ; he becomes the definitive "Yes" to all 
the promises, the ultimate basis of our "Amen" to God(cf. 

2 Cor 1:20). é In faith, Christ is not simply the one in 
whom we believe, the supreme manifestation of Godôs 
love; he is also the one with whom we are united precise-
ly in order to believe. Faith does not merely gaze at Je-
sus, but sees things as Jesus himself sees them, with his 

own eyes: it is a participation in his way of seeing. In 
many areas in our lives we trust others who know more 
than we do. We trust the architect who builds our home, 
the pharmacist who gives us medicine for healing, the 
lawyer who defends us in court. We also need someone  
trustworthy and knowledgeable where God is concerned. 

Jesus, the Son of God, is the one who makes God known 
to us (cf. Jn 1:18).Christôs life, his way of knowing the 
Father and living in complete and constant relationship 

with him, opens up new and inviting vistas for human ex-
perience. Saint John brings out the importance of a per-
sonal relationship with Jesus for our faith by using various 
forms of the verb "to believe". In addition to "believing 

that" what Jesus tells us is true, John also speaks of 
"believing" Jesus and "believing in" Jesus. We "believe" 
Jesus when we accept his word, his testimony, because 
he is truthful. We "believe in" Jesus when we personally 
welcome him into our lives and journey towards him, 
clinging to him in love and following in his footsteps along 
the way. To enable us to know, accept and follow him, the 

Son of God took on our flesh. In this way he also saw the 
Father humanly, within the setting of a journey unfolding 

in time. Christian faith is faith in the incarnation of the 
Word and his bodily resurrection; it is faith in a God who 
is so close to us that he entered our human history. Far 
from divorcing us from reality, our faith in the Son of God 

made man in Jesus of Nazareth enables us to grasp reali-
tyôs deepest meaning and to see how much God loves this 
world and is constantly guiding it towards himself. This 
leads us, as Christians, to live our lives in this world with 
ever greater commitment and intensity.
