Two MINUTE CATECHISM

Why do Catholics believe that bread and wine become the
Body and Blood of Jesus?

We know that Jesus intended the bread and wine to
change into his body and blood in the Mass for the follow-
ing reasons:
(1) In John 6, when Jesus promised the 'bread from
heaven' which would be his living body, he used the em-
phases 'real food' and 'real drink'. Furthermore, the reac-
tion of his listeners (many of whom abandoned him)
shows that they understood 'eat my flesh' (the Greek
phrase expresses this notion explicitly) and 'drink my
blood' as literal, yet Jesus did not say that they had mis-
understood his meaning.
(2) Jesus says, "this is my Body' and "this is the chalice of
my Blood', not "this represents my body and blood' (cf.
Mt 26:26 -28; Mk 14:22 -24;Lk22:17 -22;1 Co 11:23
25).
(3) The Passover prefigurement of the Eucharist in the
Old Testament specifies that the flesh of the lamb must
be consumed physically. The implication is that Jesus, the
Lamb of God of the new Passover, also intends to be con-
sumed by us.
(4) St Paul says that "anyone who eats and drinks without
discerning the body eats and drinks judgment upon him-
self," implying the substantial reality of the body of Christ
in the Eucharistic meal.
(5) Church documents from the first centuries show belief
in the substantial presence of the Body and Blood of
Christ. St Justin Martyr (c. 152 AD), for example, explicit-
ly denies that the Eucharist is common food and drink,
but is, rather, the "flesh and blood of that Jesus who was
made flesh” (First Apology to the Roman Senate, 66).
These considerations show that Jesus meant to give us his
body and blood in a substantial, not merely a metaphori-
cal sense.
(6) Various Eucharistic miracles, such as those of Lancia-
no, Siena and Bolsena.
