Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 

  

 The Gospel of today tells us that the Son of Man came 

to seek out the lost and save the sinner. Here we have the 

story of Zacchaeus the leader of the tax collectors. The per-

son who is curious to see Jesus and encounter him and 

finds himself receiving the master in his own house over a 

meal. The encounter of the divine and human in this con-

text leads Zacchaeus to his total conversion and reconcilia-

tion.  

 Zacchaeus who was a seeker of Jesus. Do we still seek 

after Jesus? Zacchaeus had what he wanted; he didn’t 

have what he needed. What he needed was an honest life 

and good relations in his community. He did not have the 

respect of his neighbours. Zacchaeus knew he made his 

wealth off the misery of his neighbours. In doing that he also 

knew he had turned his back on God of his ancestors. he 

had plenty of gold in his pockets, he was spiritually bank-

rupt. So, we find him seeking to see Jesus. His intentions may 

not have been perfect, but we do not have to be perfect 

to attract God’s attention and concern. 

 Jesus saw the seeker and took the first step. He called 

Zacchaeus by his name. He invited himself to the sinner’s 

home. In the presence of Jesus Zacchaeus was reconciled 

with God, his past was forgiven, and a new relationship was 

formed. Then Jesus said Today salvation has come to this 

house.The Lord Jesus is always ready to make his home with 

each one of us. Do you make room for him in your heart 

and in every area of your life? "Lord Jesus, come and stay 

with me.

My dear young friends, I think this is the very best explanation of 

the concept of God. I received it the other day from a good 

friend, a retired Monk. The story goes: 

 

In a mother’s womb were twins. One asked the other: “Do you 

believe in life after delivery?” The other replied: “Why, of course. 

There has to be something after delivery.” “Nonsense” said the 

first. “There is no life after delivery. What kind of life could that 

be?” The second said: “I don’t know but there’ll be more light 

than here. Maybe we will walk with our legs and eat from our 

mouths. Maybe we’ll have other senses that we can’t under-

stand now.” The first replied: “That is absurd. Walking is impossible. 

And eating with our mouths? Ridiculous! The umbilical cord sup-

plies nutrition and everything we need. And the umbilical cord is 

so short. Life after death is to be logically excluded.” The second 

insisted: “Well I think there is something and maybe it’s different 

than it is here. Maybe we won’t need this physical cord any-

more.” The first replied: “Nonsense. If there is life, then why has no 

one ever come back from there? Delivery is the end of life. After 

delivery, there is nothing but darkness and silence and oblivion. It 

takes us nowhere.” “Well, I don’t know” said the second “but 

certainly we will meet Mother and she will take care of us.” The 

first replied: “Mother? You actually believe in Mother? That’s 

laughable. If Mother exists, then where is She now?” The second 

said: “She is all around us. We are surrounded by Her. We are of 

Her. It is in Her that we live. Without Her, this world would not and 

could not exist.” “Well I don’t see Her, so it is logical that She 

doesn’t exist.” To which the second replied: “Sometimes, when 
you’re in silence and you focus and listen, you can perceive Her 

presence, and you can hear her loving voice, calling down from 

above.” 

  

My dear young friends: take yourself to a place of silence. Relax. 

Listen. Say: ‘Here I am Lord’. And though you can’t see Him, you 

will hear the Voice of God in your heart, calling down from 

above. You will feel His Presence, His loving arms warmly 

wrapped around you.
