Dear Parishioners

We welcome our Archbishop Mark Coleridge to our parish
communities for the pastoral visit 2020. The purpose of this visit is
to rejuvenate the energies of those engaged in evangelisation,
to praise, encourage and reassure them in their ministries. It is
also an opportunity to invite the faithful fo a renewal of Chris-
tian life and to an ever more intense apostolic activity. The pas-
toral visit also helps the bishop to evaluate the effectiveness of
the structures and agencies designed for pastoral service, tak-
ing account of the circumstances and difficulties of the task of
evangelisation, so as to defermine more accurately the priori-
ties and the means required for overall pastoral provision.

On Satfurday the Archbishop will celebrate the Family Vigil
Mass. On Sunday, 9 am Mass at St. Mary's Church South Bris-
bane will conclude his pastoral visitation in our parishes.

In the Gospel of today, Jesus encounters the Samaritan
woman at the well and offers her the living water. With this she
becomes first evangeliser for the kingdom of God. She and the
whole people in Samaria recognise him as the messiah, the
saviour of the world. In the first reading from the Book of Exodus
we hear of God giving the people of Israel the water they
need to quench their thirst. Moses was commanded by God to
take the elders with him and to strike the rock with the staff.
Then, miraculously, water came out of the rock. Paul in the
second reading tells us that faith, hope and love are God'’s
gifts to us. We are all God’s chosen people called upon to live
purified lives and God's love was poured into our hearts by the
power of the Holy Spirit that has been given to us through
Christ.  God bless you all,

Tormented by thirst, the people complained against Moses.

And this
hope is not deceptive, because the love of God has been
poured into our hearts by the Holy Spirit which has been giv-
en us. We were still helpless when at his appointed moment
Christ died for sinful men. It is not easy to die even for a good
man — though of course for someone really worthy, a man
might be prepared to die — but what proves that God loves
us is that Christ died for us while we were sfill sinners.

Gospel John 4:5-42

Jesus came to the Samaritan town called Sychar, near the
land that Jacob gave to his son Joseph. Jacob’s well is there
and Jesus, tired by the journey, sat straight down by the well.
It was about the sixth hour. When a Samaritan woman came
to draw water, Jesus said to her, ‘Give me a drink.” His disci-
ples had gone into the town to buy food. The Samaritan
woman said to him, ‘Whate You are a Jew and you ask me,
a Samaritan, for a drinkg’ — Jews, in fact, do not associate
with Samaritans. Jesus replied: ‘If you only knew what God is
offering and who it is that is saying to you: Give me a drink,
you would have been the one to ask, and he would have

given you living water.’ 'You have no bucket, sir,” she an-
swered ‘and the well is deep: how could you get this living
water2 Are you a greater man than our father Jacob who
gave us this well and drank from it himself with his sons and his
cattle?’ Jesus replied: ‘Whoever drinks this water

will get thirsty again; but anyone who drinks the water that |
shall give will never be thirsty again: the water that | shall give
will turn into a spring inside him, welling up to eternal life.’

‘Sir,” said the woman ‘give me some of that water, so that |
may never get thirsty and never have to come here again to
draw water.’ 'l see you are a prophet, sir' said the woman.
‘Our fathers worshipped on this mountain, while you say that
Jerusalem is the place where one ought to worship.’ Jesus
said: ‘Believe me, woman, the hour is coming when you will
worship the Father neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem.
You worship what you do not know; we worship what we do
know: for salvation comes from the Jews. But the hour will
come —in fact it is here already — when frue worshippers will
worship the Father in spirit and fruth: that is the kind of wor-
shipper the Father wants. God is spirit, and those who worship
must worship in spirit and truth.” The woman said to him, ‘I
know that Messiah - that is, Christ — is coming; and when he
comes he will tell us everything.” 'l who am speaking to you,’
said Jesus 'l am he.’

Many Samaritans of that town had believed in him on the
strength of the woman'’s testimony when she said, ‘He told
me all I have ever done’, so, when the Samaritans came up
fo him, they begged him to stay with them. He stayed for two
days, and when he spoke to them many more came to be-
lieve; and they said to the woman, ‘Now we no longer be-
lieve because of what you told us; we have heard him our-
selves and we know that he really is the saviour of the world.’
