HISTORY PLAQUES in West End

Recently 6 plaques on metal stands were installed in Boundary Street between Vulture & Russell Streets. One plaque, on Mul-
ficultural West End, in part refers to the commitment of people from St Francis of Assisi Parish in the resettlement of Vietnam-
ese refugees after the fall of Saigon in April 1975. This work was led by St Clare's Conference of the SVDP Society from 1976
through to the late 1980's. St Clare's was a women’'s conference attached to St Francis Parish. The conference was involved
in helping pregnant women & women with young children gain access fo medical & welfare services, including vaccination
& practical advice on what was for them a non-customary diet; organising recreational activities for isolated young men us-
ing St Francis Hall; participating in English-language teaching particularly for women in their homes; & advocacy for the refu-
gees through committee work, letter-writing fo newspapers and speaking at women's groups.
