Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
  

 On this fourth Sunday of advent the gospel is about 

the life situation of Mary and Joseph before the birth of 

Jesus. Both are called, in different ways, to a very great 

trust, and to have faith in God’s promises. Joseph and 

Mary have their own unique annunciation. Mary had to 

face an enormous challenge to her faith and trust in 

God and to the faith of her family and Joseph, the man 

she chose to marry. She was asked to assume a burden 

of tremendous responsibility. It had never been heard of 

before that a child could be born without a natural fa-

ther. Mary was asked to accept this miraculous excep-

tion to the laws of nature. That required faith and trust in 

God and in his promises. Second, Mary was not yet mar-

ried. Pregnancy outside of wedlock was not tolerated in 

those days. She was asked to assume a great risk. She 

could have been rejected by Joseph, by her family, by 

all her own people. Mary knew that Joseph and her 

family would not understand without revelation from 

God. She nonetheless believed and trusted in God's 

promises. 

 Joseph, a just and God-fearing man, did not wish to 

embarrass or punish his espoused wife, Mary when he 

discovered that she was pregnant. To all appearances 

she had broken their solemn pledge to be faithful and 

chaste to one another. Joseph, no doubt took this trou-

bling matter to God in prayer. He was not hasty to judge 

or to react with hurt and anger. God rewarded him not

Second reading    Romans 1:1-7 

From Paul, a servant of Christ Jesus who has been called to be 

an apostle, and specially chosen to preach the Good News 

that God promised long ago through his prophets in the scrip-

tures. 

This news is about the Son of God who, according to the hu-

man nature he took was a descendant of David: it is about 

Jesus Christ our Lord who, in the order of the spirit, the spirit of 

holiness that was in him, was proclaimed Son of God in all his 

power through his resurrection from the dead. Through him we 

received grace and our apostolic mission to preach the obedi-

ence of faith to all pagan nations in honour of his name. You 

are one of these nations, and by his call belong to Jesus Christ. 

To you all, then, who are God’s beloved in Rome, called to be 

saints, may God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ send 

grace and peace.

This is how Jesus Christ came to be born. His mother Mary was 

betrothed to Joseph; but before they came to live together 

she was found to be with child through the Holy Spirit. Her hus-

band Joseph; being a man of honour and wanting to spare her 

publicity, decided to divorce her informally. He had made up 

his mind to do this when the angel of the Lord appeared to him 

in a dream and said, ‘Joseph son of David, do not be afraid to 

take Mary home as your wife, because she has conceived 

what is in her by the Holy Spirit. She will give birth to a son and 

you must name him Jesus, because he is the one who is to save 

his people from their sins.’ Now all this took place to fulfil the 

words spoken by the Lord through the prophet: 

The virgin will conceive and give birth to a son and they will call 

him Emmanuel, a name which means ‘God-is-with-us.’ When 

Joseph woke up he did what the angel of the Lord had told 

him to do: he took his wife to his home.
