Dear Parishioners, 

Today is Corpus Christi Sunday.  ‘Corpus Christi’ is Latin 

for the "Body of Christ."  Today’s feast is, moreover, the 

Church's official act of homage and gratitude to Christ, 

who by instituting the Holy Eucharist gave to the Church 

her greatest treasure.  It is a day of great joy for us.  

Join us this Sunday, as a Parish community, when we will 

take part in a public procession of the Blessed Sacra-

ment (Corpus Christi Procession) on the streets of Bris-

bane.  We will meet at the carpark of St Mary’s at 1pm 

and walk over to the Cathedral.   

Corpus Christi Procession is a public procession of Jesus’ 

Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity under the appearances of 

bread, the host, walking through the streets.  The custom 

dates back to the feast of the Blessed Sacrament estab-

lished in 1246 by the Bishop of Liege, Belgium, after Jesus 

told St. Juliana of Mount Carvillon she was to promote it.  

By 1264, Pope Urban IV extended the feast to the whole 

Church.  In the early 14th century the custom began of 

carrying the Blessed Sacrament after Mass through the 

town in a beautiful procession.   

The prayer space of St Ita’s is now completed and it 

looks beautiful.  A perfect time for the centenary cele-

bration of St Ita’s school.  2019 marks 100 years of edu-

cation at St Ita's Primary School.  We will have a special 

mass to celebrate this milestone on Sunday 11th August 

at 9am.   

The prayer space will allow our children and parishioners 

to come closer to Our Lady in a sacred and peaceful 

 

Congratulations to all Candidates  from St Francis’ and St 

Mary’s on receiving Confirmation last Sunday.

Jesus made the crowds welcome and talked to them about 

the kingdom of God; and he cured those who were in need 

of healing. 

It was late afternoon when the Twelve came to him and 

said, ‘Send the people away, and they can go to the villages 

and farms round about to find lodging and food; for we are 

in a lonely place here.’ He replied, ‘Give them something to 

eat yourselves.’ But they said, ‘We have no more than five 

loaves and two fish, unless we are to go ourselves and buy 

food for all these people.’ For there were about five thou-

sand men. But he said to his disciples, ‘Get them to sit down 

in parties of about fifty.’ They did so and made them all sit 

down. Then he took the five loaves and the two fish, raised 

his eyes to heaven, and said the blessing over them; then he 

broke them and handed them to his disciples to distribute 

among the crowd. They all ate as much as they wanted, and 

when the scraps remaining were collected they filled twelve 

baskets.
