Dear brothers and sisters in Christ

As we are on the last weekend of the month in August we
have the gospel of Luke 13:22-30 for our reflection. The
word of God here speaks about the salvation of souls.
‘Lord, will those who are saved be few?2' This is the question
asked by one of the followers of Jesus. To that Jesus gives a
beautiful answer saying fry entering through narrow gate.
By saying he was specaking not *how many” will be saved
but “how" one will be saved.

What does it mean by this narrow door? If is Jesus Christ
himself. Jesus is the door to the kingdom of heaven. “l am
the door” if anyone enters by me, he will be saved (John
10:9). And how he became the door for all humanity; it is
through his passion and death. God sent his only begotten
Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, to open the way for us fo have
full access to the throne of God's grace and mercy.
Through Jesus' victory on the cross he has freed us from
slavery to sin and hurtful desires and addictions, and he has
made us sons and daughters of God and citizens of his
heavenly kingdom. Thus, He has become the door for our
entrance into his kingdom and has given an invitation fo
pass through narrow gate.

Our human nature is to have wide open doors; easy, com-
fortable and spacious doors. We don't like narrow and re-
stricted paths. But the actual salvation is promised only
when we try entering through narrow gate which Jesus
Himself has given us; the path of self sacrifice and taking up
the daily cross which are inevitable to our lives. So if we
