If you haven’t been to confession during this Lenten season, 

please make an effort to do so before Easter.  We have two 

nights for Reconciliation (Confession): 6-7pm, Monday 15th 

April at St Francis’ Church, West End; and 6-7pm, Wednesday 

17th April at St Mary’s.  If you can’t come to any of these 

times, then confession is also available after the Stations of 

the Cross on Good Friday.  We also have confession at the 

usual prescribed times; please check the newsletter for the 

times.  The story of the woman taken in adultery (John 8:1-11) 

is one of the most popular gospel stories today.  The woman 

was dragged in front of the crowd and thrown in the dirt at 

the feet of Jesus.  All eyes were on her, on her shame. The sin. 

The self-loathing. The judgment of the crowd. The embarrass-

ment. The pain. But she wasn’t alone in her mess, for there 

stood her Messiah.  We must admit we regularly indulge in 

judging others. Sometimes it is to prove a point, at other times 

it is to prove that we are better than those we judge. There 

are times when judgments lead to executions and even to-

day we hear with horror of people who have been judged 

and condemned to death by mobs, or by so-called guardi-

ans of morality. We do not have the right to judge others. 

Mercy and pardon are the hallmark of the Christian. May His 

Word assuring us of His mercy make us less judgmental of oth-

ers!

Dear Parishioners, You may notice some of our statues and 

crosses are covered in purple veil.  Why?  This practice be-

gan in 17th Century.  The statues and crosses are covered 

from the Fifth Sunday of Lent until the Easter vigil. The purpose 

of covering crosses and statues is to help us to concentrate 

on the great essentials of Christ's work of Redemption.  The 

veiling of the crucifix expresses the humiliation to which Jesus 

subjected Himself, of hiding Himself when the Jews threat-

ened to stone Him, as is related in the Gospel of Passion Sun-

day (John 8:46-59).   
A few people have mentioned to me that they find having 

the second collection after Communion distracting.  After 

receiving Holy Communion people would like to give thanks 

in prayer.  Consequently St Mary’s have decided to move the 

second collection to after the first collection.  So from now 

this is the sequence of taking up the collections at St Mary’s 

only: 1. The Prayers of the Faithful; 2. the first Collection; 3. the 

offertory; and 4. the second collection.  This change will take 

awhile for us get use to, so I ask you to please be patient with 

us.  Hopefully this change will make mass flow more smooth-

ly.  All churches in the Dutton Park Parish will remain as they 

are.   

I would like to bring to your attention of our very own Youth 

group, Rising Youth Ministry.  We are launching our Youth 

group with a bang by having a ‘party’ on Saturday 27th April, 

6-9pm, at St Francis’ Hall.  Our Youth leaders are making their 

way around our churches to promote this launch.  I ask you 

to support them by encouraging your children or any young 

people to attend this party.  We are expecting a large gath-

ering of young people, so please make sure your children do 

not miss out.  They will make new friends, feel a sense of be-

longing to a community, and most definitely be connected 

to God.

I am no longer trying for perfection by my 

own efforts, the perfection that comes from the Law, but I 

want only the perfection that comes through faith in Christ, 

and is from God and based on faith. All I want is to know 

Christ and the power of his resurrection and to share his suf-

ferings by reproducing the pattern of his death. That is the 

way I can hope to take my place in the resurrection of the 

dead. Not that I have become perfect yet: I have not yet 

won, but I am still running, trying to capture the prize for 

which Christ Jesus captured me. I can assure you my broth-

ers, I am far from thinking that I have already won. All I can 

say is that I forget the past and I strain ahead for what is still 

to come; I am racing for the finish, for the prize to which God 

calls us upwards to receive in Christ Jesus.

Jesus went to the Mount of Olives. At daybreak he appeared 

in the Temple again; and as all the people came to him, he 

sat down and began to teach them. 

The scribes and Pharisees brought a woman along who 

had been caught committing adultery; and making her 

stand there in full view of everybody, they said to Jesus, 

‘Master, this woman was caught in the very act of commit-

ting adultery, and Moses has ordered us in the Law to con-

demn women like this to death by stoning. What have you to 

say?’ They asked him this as a test, looking for something to 

use against him. But Jesus bent down and started writing on 

the ground with his finger. As they persisted with their ques-

tion, he looked up and said, ‘If there is one of you who has 

not sinned, let him be the first to throw a stone at her.’ Then 

he bent down and wrote on the ground again. When they 

heard this they went away one by one, beginning with the 

eldest, until Jesus was left alone with the woman, who re-

mained standing there. He looked up and said, ‘Woman, 

where are they? Has no one condemned you?’ ‘No one, sir’ 

she replied. ‘Neither do I condemn you,’ said Jesus ‘go 

away, and do not sin any more.’

2 Minute Catechism  
Why do Catholics cover crucifixes and statues during Lent? 

It seems strange that during the most sacred time of year Cath-

olics cover everything that is beautiful in their churches, even 

the crucifix. Shouldn’t we be looking at the painful scene at 

Calvary while we listen to the Passion narrative on Palm Sun-

day?  The rubrics can guide us. In the Roman Missal we find the 

instruction, “the practice of covering crosses and images 

throughout the church from [the fifth] Sunday [of Lent] may be 

observed. Crosses remain covered until the end of the Cele-

bration of the Lord’s Passion on Good Friday, but images re-

main covered until the beginning of the Easter Vigil.” But why 

go through such lengths to cover up images that are designed 

to raise our hearts and minds toward heaven?  First of all, we 

use veils to alert us of the special time that we are in. When we 

walk into church and notice everything is covered, we immedi-

ately know that something is different. These last two weeks of 

Lent are meant to be a time of immediate preparation for the 

Sacred Triduum and these veils are a forceful reminder to get 

ready. 
Secondly, the veils focus our attention on the words being said 

at Mass. When we listen to the Passion narrative, our senses are 

allowed to focus on the striking words from the Gospel and truly 

enter into the scene.  Third, the Church uses veils to produce a 

heightened sense of anticipation for Easter Sunday. This is fur-

ther actualized when you attend daily Mass and see the veils 

each day. You don’t want them to be there because they are 

hiding some very beautiful images.  And therein lies the whole 

point: the veils are not meant to be there forever. The images 

need to be unveiled; it is unnatural for them to be covered.  

The unveiling before the Easter Vigil is a great reminder of our 

own life on earth. We live in a “veiled” world, in exile from our 

true home. It is only through our own death that the veil is lifted
