I Can’t Make a Decision!  

Have you ever been stuck making a decision? Have 

you ever asked yourself, “What am I meant to be do-

ing with my life?” Or have you been stuck with some-

thing even simpler like: “Where should I eat tonight?” 

If you’re stuck with something, I’d like to congratulate you: re-

search shows that we make approx. 35,000 decisions a day, so if 

you’re stuck with just one or two out of those 35,000 decisions, 

you’re a legend. Give yourself a huge round of applause. 

On 9 June, we celebrated Pentecost—the birthday of our 

Church. When Jesus died, His apostles were left alone and con-

fused. Their leader just died, people were after their lives and 

they had no idea what to do next. As they gathered together in 

prayer, Jesus came upon them with the Holy Spirit, and from 

there the church began.  

There are two things you can learn from this: 

1. When you don’t know what to do, ask God. Surrender. Pray.   

Be patient as God prepares an answer and guides you with the 

Holy Spirit. 

2. It’s okay to fail. It’s okay to try something and make a mistake. 

Peter, our very first pope, denied Jesus three times. And he got 

completely busted for it! Talk about wrong decisions. 

For example, if your question is, “Does God want me to be an 

accountant, or a priest?”  

1. Pray on it. Be patient. Ask experienced and reliable people for 

their wisdom, but then decide on it. 

2. Don’t be afraid to fail! Take that first step – if you trip and peo-

ple laugh, remember Peter! He’s remembered for his mistake, 

but he’ll be admired forever for helping start our Church. Learn 

from your decision, dust yourself off and let the Holy Spirit guide 

your next step. God loves you no matter where you go, and you 

have more time to make mistakes in life than you think.

2 Minute Catechism 

The Holy Trinity  by Rev. William G. Most 

Perhaps the deepest, the most profound of all mysteries 

is the mystery of the Trinity. The Church teaches us that although 

there is only one God, yet, somehow, there are three Persons in 

God. The Father is God, the Son is God, the Holy Spirit is God, yet 

we do not speak of three Gods, but only one God. They have 

the same nature, substance, and being. 

We came to know this immense mystery because Christ 

revealed it to us. Just before ascending He told them: "Go teach 

all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the 

Son and of the Holy Spirit" (Matthew 28:19). We know that these 

Three are not just different ways of looking at one person. For at 

the Last Supper, Jesus told us: "I came forth from the Father." So 

He is different from the Father. But He also promised: "If I go, I will 

send Him [the Paraclete] to you. . . . He will guide you to all 

truth" (John 16:28, 7, 13). So the Holy Spirit is also different. 

Even though the Three Persons are One God, yet they 

are distinct: for the Father has no origin, He came from no one. 

But the Son is begotten, He comes from the Father alone. The 

Holy Spirit comes or proceeds from both the Father and the Son. 

These different relations of origin tell us there are three distinct 

Persons, who have one and the same divine nature. 

Even though everything the Three Persons do outside 

the Divine nature is done by all Three, yet it is suitable that we 

attribute some works specially to one or the other Person. So we 

speak of the Father especially as the power of creation, of the 

Son as the wisdom of the Father, of the Holy Spirit as goodness 

and sanctification. 

The two doctrines of the Trinity and the Incarnation are 

the foundation of Christian life and worship. By becoming man, 

God the Son offered us a share in the inner life of the Trinity. By 

grace, we are brought into the perfect communion of life and 

love which is God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. This sharing in the 

life of the Trinity is meant to culminate in heaven, where we will 

see the three Persons face to face, united to them in unspeaka-

ble love.
