Dear brothers and sisters in Christ 

 

As we celebrate this Sunday as father’s day it is my joy to 

wish all our fathers, grandfathers and uncles and guardians 

a very happy fathers and God’s blessing. This weekend We 

specially pray for all Dads that May the good Lord continue 

to strengthen them to carry out their role to nurture, love, 

teach, and lead their children. 

 

On this occasion it is good to remember the words of Pope 

Francis on practical ways of achieving holiness in the family 

life. In his latest book, Gaudete et Exsultate, on achieving 

holiness in the modern world, the Pope says “Holiness is not 

based on prayer alone but on also serving those in need 

with humility and in self-control.” He gives an example: “a 

woman goes shopping, she meets a neighbour and they 

begin to speak, and the gossip starts. But she says in her 

heart: ‘No, I will not speak badly of anyone’. This is a step 

forward in holiness.” He continues: “Later, at home, one of 

her children wants to talk to her about his hopes and 

dreams, and even though she is tired, she sits down and 

listens with patience and love. That is another sacrifice that 

brings holiness. Later she experiences some anxiety, but 

recalling the love of the Virgin Mary, she takes her rosary 

and prays with faith. Yet another path of holiness. Later still, 

she goes out onto the street, encounters a poor person and 

stops to say a kind word to him. One more step. Expanding 

on the situation of meeting a homeless person on a cold 

night, the Pope says: “I can view him or her as an annoy-

ance … or I can respond with faith and charity, and see in 

this person a human being, with a dignity identical to my

He 

then told the guests a parable, because he had noticed how 

they picked the places of honour. He said this, ‘When someone 

invites you to a wedding feast, do not take your seat in the place 

of honour. A more distinguished person than you may have been 

invited, and the person who invited you both may come and 

say, “Give up your place to this man.” And then, to your embar-

rassment, you would have to go and take the lowest place. No; 

when you are a guest, make your way to the lowest place and 

sit there, so that, when your host comes, he may say, “My friend, 

move up higher.” In that way, everyone with you at the table will 

see you honoured. For everyone who exalts himself will be hum-

bled, and the man who humbles himself will be exalted.’ 

Then he said to his host, ‘When you give a lunch or a dinner, 

do not ask your friends, brothers, relations or rich neighbours, for 

fear they repay your courtesy by inviting you in return. No; when 

you have a party, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, the 

blind; that they cannot pay you back means that you are fortu-

nate, because repayment will be made to you when the virtuous 

rise again.’
