Australia Day

Four hundred years ago, Portuguese explorer Pedro Fernan-
dez de Quiros, was commissioned by the Pope “to serve
God and spread the holy Catholic faith.” He set off seeking
to take Christ to the inhabitants of the South Sea Islands
when he landed in Vanuatu, naming the island ‘Australia
del Espiritu Santo.” There, on the day of Pentecost, 1606 he
spoke of the destiny of Australia and prophetically claimed
the region to the south, including Australasia, as the Great
South Lands of the Holy Spirit:

“Let the heavens, the earth...and all those present witness
that |, Captain Perdo Fernandez de Quiros...in the name of
Jesus Christ... hoist this emblem of the Holy Cross on which
Jesus Christ was crucified and whereon He gave His life for
the ransom and remedy of all the human race... on this day
of Pentecost, 1606... | take possession of all this part of the
South as far as the pole, in the name of Jesus... which from
now on shall be called the Southern Land of the Holy Ghost
...and this always and forever... and to the end that to all
natives, in all the said lands, the holy and sacred evangel
may be preached zealously and openly.” Australia is a
blessed nation we rejoice and rise up in celebration to
prophetically fulfil the name given long ago. As Australians
we pray for a great outpouring of the Holy Spirit and for a
deeper understanding of our call to be witnesses of Christ
living in authentic fruth and love for Jesus and at the ser-
vice of others It is only by the power of the Spirit can we
embrace Australia’s past and fogether work for the future
