Dear Sisters and Brothers, 

Advent is a period of preparation for the coming of the Lord, where God be-
came man so that we might share His life. This is the “marvelous ex-
change” (“O admirabile commercium”) that we exclaim at the end of the 
Christmas octave. Our Creator came, in the person of Jesus, born of a virgin, 
and we, through the mystery of the Incarnation, have been made into sharers 
“in the divinity of Christ who humbled himself to share in our humanity.” 

While it is a season of preparation for, and anticipation of, His coming the key 
question is: Are we ready to meet him? Traditionally, Advent is a season of 
penitence where fasting was observed and festivities downplayed. It is hard to 
imagine – as we proceed through “silly season” where end-of-year celebration 
blends into (another!) celebration – that this was a season to deny ourselves 
and to strip back those things which distract us from God. 

Maybe this is what we should do as Christmas approaches: filter out all the 
noise of all the celebrations and focus on what matters. While fasting might be 
out of place, what we could do is to recommit to a life of prayer where we reg-
ularly converse with God, and place before Him the needs of our community. 
And, especially when so many are struggling, perhaps we could commit to giv-
ing our time and/ or our resources to make the season a little bit more com-
fortable for those who would otherwise go without. Emmanuel City Mission is 
right next door to St Mary’s so we have the perfect opportunity! 

I hope you are having a blessed Advent.

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READINGS AT MASS 

First reading: Baruch 5:1-9 
 

Jerusalem, take off your dress of sorrow and    dis-
tress, put on the beauty of the glory of God for ever, 
wrap the cloak of the integrity of God around you, 
put the diadem of the glory of the Eternal on your 
head: since God means to show your    splendour to 
every nation under heaven, since the name God 
gives you for ever will be, ‘Peace through integrity, 
and honour through devotedness.’ Arise, Jerusalem, 
stand on the heights and turn your eyes to the east: 
see your sons         reassembled from west and east 
at the command of the Holy One, jubilant that God 
has              remembered them. Though they left 
you on foot, with enemies for an escort, now God 
brings them back to you like royal princes carried 
back in    glory. For God has decreed the flattening of 
each high mountain, of the everlasting hills, the fill-
ing of the valleys to make the ground level so that 
Israel can walk in safety under the glory of God. 
And the forests and every fragrant tree will provide 
shade for Israel at the command of God; 
for God will guide Israel in joy by the light of his glo-
ry with his mercy and integrity for escort.
